Vystava s jednoduchym, ale vystiZznym nazvom reflektuje umelecka
¢innost’ pedagdgov a osobnosti kultary, vytvarne pésobiacich na Spisi.
Diela zo zbierky galérie a stikromnjch archivov dvanistich vytvar-
nikov st ukdzkou heterogénnych stjlov a tém, ktoré spajaja vizualne

a tematické pribehy.

Galéria umelcov Spisa vo svojej zbierke uchovava mnoho vyznamnjch
umeleckych diel. Medzi nimi sa v8ak iba skromne objavuja diela pedago-
gov a osobnosti kultury, ktori popri svojej tvorivej umeleckej, ¢i kultrnej
¢innosti venovali d1hé roky tvorbe, aj vzdelavaniu Ziakov - potencialnych
uspesnych vytvarnikov. Vybrani umelci generaéne patria k starsim
umelcom, ktori sa podielali na vytvarnom $koleni novej generacie spis-
skych vytvarnikov. Vistava v ramei cyklu Téma je poctou ich uditelskej
a kultirnej praci a zaroven prezentuje aktivne tvorivé obdobia umelcov.
Vystavu z verejnych zdrojov podporil Fond na podporu umenia.

Socharske prace Stefana Hudzika, v ktorych sa, objavuje postava Majstra
Pavla z Levoce, koreluji so Zivotom a dielom Petra Krupu st. pre jeho
vizualnu podobu so stredovekym rezbarom. Ako pedagdg vychoval celé
generacie uspesnych vytvarnikov a jeho tvorbu i Zivot vyrazne ovplyv-
nila hudba a divadlo. Kontemplativne krehké i efemérne diela Anny Feda-
kovej st v konfrontacii s masivnymi skulptirami Otta Korkosa. I napriek
heterogénnemu materiilu je krestnska ¢i mysticka idea diel platna

u oboch autorov. Sochar Imrich Svitana inSpirovany prirodou tvori diela
vyznacujice sa znakovostou a hlbokou myslienkou. Dekorativnost'uplat-
nené v diele Ivana Bobulu, ktory sa priblizuje k pointilistickjm tendenciam,
je kladena do opozicie k jemnym kvetinovym zatisiam Evy Koncekovej.
Industrialnu tvar krajiny znazoriuje tvorba Mariana Hennela, ktora

je v kontraste s dielom Bobulu tvoriaceho v pointilistickom duchu, s déra-
zom na zobrazenie krajiny s architektonickym fragmentom. Motiv
prirody a koni nidjdeme v maliarskych, kresbovych, ¢éi grafickych pracach
Zdetika, Jeiabka. Spracovanie motivu koni nachadzame v diele Stefana,
Hudzika v $tylizovanej podobe, zatial'¢o u Jefabka je kon stvarneny rea-
listicky, alebo v pohybovej sviznej skratke. U Frantiska Zoldaka prevazuji
lyricko-realistické témy zo spiSskej krajiny, zatisia i floralne motivy,
doplnené abstraktnou malbou, ovplyvnené poéziou a hudbou. Hudobny
zazitok zhmotiuja aj diela Rudolfa Rabatina, ktory malbu inSpirovana
prirodou svojsky analyzuje a logické zakonitosti matematiky vyrovnava
gestickou expresivnou malbou. Realistické tematické vychodisko vo
vyslednej relativnej abstrakeii hlada i Hennel. V jeho malbach je krajina
iba tusena, zobrazena v naznakoch. Emila Labaja in$piruje poézia,

hudba i divadlo. Tvori realistické kompozicie kombinované s autorskou
symbolikou a znakovostou, mnohé sa stavaji odrazom kultirneho

diania v meste Spisska Nova Ves.
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As its simple but concise title suggests, the exhibition reflects upon

the artistic work of teachers and cultural figures active in the Spis region.
The featured works from the Gallery’s collection and the private archi-
ves of twelve artists display a heterogenous range of styles and themes
which combine visual and thematic narratives.

The collection of the Gallery of Spis§ Artists contains many remark-
able works of art, but only a modest proportion of these works are by
teachers and cultural figures who, alongside their own creative artistic
and cultural activities, have devoted many years to fostering the cre-
ativity and education of their pupils artists with their own potential for
success. The selected artists belong to the older generation which has
played a crucial role in the artistic training of a new generation of Spis
artists. The exhibition pays tribute to their teaching and cultural work
but also presents the fruits of their own periods of active creativity.

The exhibition is part of the THEMES cycle of exhibitions and is supported
with public funding provided by the Slovak Arts Council.

The sculptural works of Stefan Hudzik, in which the figure of Master Paul
of Levoca appears, dovetail with the life and work of Peter Krupa Sr.

in their visual similarity with the medieval woodcarver. As a teacher,

he raised an entire generation of successful artists, and both his work
and his life were greatly marked by the influence of music and theatre.
The fragile and ephemeral contemplative works of Anna Fedakova are
contrasted with the imposing sculptures of Otto Korkos. While the works
of the two artists are heterogenous in terms of material, they share an
interest in Christianity and mystical ideas. Inspired by nature, the sculp-
tor Imrich Svitana creates works which are characterized by symbolism
and profound thought. The almost pointillistic application of detail in
the works of Ivan Bobula are juxtaposed with the subtle floral still-lives
of Eva Koncekova. The industrial face of the landscape is represented
by the work of Marian Hennel which, in contrast to the pointillistic
spirit of Bobula’s art, focus on the depicting the landscape with archi-
tectural fragments. The motifs of nature and horses appear in the paint-
ings, drawings and graphic works of Zdenek Jerabek. While stylised
forms of the horse motif can also be found in the work of Stefan Hudzik,
Jefabek’s horses are depicted realistically but in a flowing, dynamic
abbreviated form. Lyrical-realist themes from the Spis landscape, still-
-lives and floral motifs accompanied by abstract paintings suffused with
poetry and music are the predominant features of the work of Frantisek
Zoldak. The experience of music is also embodied in the work of Rudolf
Rabatin, who applies his own analysis to nature painting and balances
out the logical regularity of mathematics with gesturally expressive
painting. Hennel too seeks out a realistic thematic starting point for the
resulting relative abstraction. In his works the landscape can only be
guessed at or is depicting in hints and glimmers. Poetry, music and
theatre are the main inspiration for Emil Labaj. His realist compositions
are created through a combination of the artist’s own symbolism and
sense of meaning, often reflecting cultural affairs in the city of Spisska
Nova Ves.
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
